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When, who and how will Veritas students serve?  
Thursday, March 26th is the kick-off for the 2009 Veritas Student Fundraiser.  Students K- through 12th grades will serve Global Aid Network (GAiN) on April 24th. How will this be a fundraiser for Veritas Academy?

What is our financial goal?

What are the details?

· Field Trip Permission Form will be due on Thursday, April 2nd.    

· So that each class and the entire school can follow their progress the first Weekly Update Form will be due on Monday, April 6th.  Each slip will be due the following Mondays, April 13th and 20th.  

· Sponsor Forms and final Weekly Update slip will be due on Wednesday, April 22nd. 

· We suggest your children use e-mail to solicit sponsors particularly of friends and family members around the country.  A suggested e-mail can be found on Veritas’ website.  Simply go to the home page and click on Student Fundraiser E-mail.  

· Students are also provided a word-for-word description of the fundraiser to share with those whom they see face-to-face.
